By remembering Nassl in your Will, thanks to your generosity, this can last beyond your own lifetime and help ensure the ongoing care and welfare of the animals in our care and to make sure that no animal is ever turned away for veterinary treatment or our help.

Remembering Nassl in your Will is a wonderful way to give us your support and leave a lasting legacy that will help us to help animals in the future.  Whether your gift is large or small, it can really make a big difference to our future.

Reasons to make a will

There are several good reasons why you should make a Will including peace of mind for yourself and knowing you have made adequate provisions for the people and causes that you care about. Plus you will be certain in the knowledge that your wishes will be carried out. By making a will this helps to avoid the possibility of expensive legal disputes and ensures that those you love and the charities you support are provided for in the way that you planned. 

By making a Will you can make sure you don't pay more Inheritance Tax than necessary. Gifts to spouses and registered charities are not subject to inheritance tax. In addition any amount left to charity is deducted before inheritance tax is calculated. This means your family can save on their tax bill and at the same time you can make a contribution to a worthwhile cause such as Nassl.
What could happen if I don’t make a Will?

If you die intestate (in other words without having made a Will), your assets may be distributed according to the law rather than your wishes. Those closest to you could be faced with the added burden of financial problems at a time when they feel least able to cope with them. If you are single and have no relatives, all your possessions could go to the State. Only by making a Will can you choose how your money will be divided.

How do I make a Will?

Choose a Solicitor
The charges for drawing up a Will vary between solicitors and also depends on the complexity of the Will. Before deciding on who to use it is always advisable to find out how much they charge. If you are a member of a trade union you may find the union offers a free wills service to its members so it is worth checking this out.

It is important to consult a solicitor to ensure that your Will is worded correctly. Homemade Wills are often worthless because one simple mistake can invalidate the whole document and prevent your wishes from being carried out. A solicitor should be able to give you an idea of the cost of making a Will over the telephone. The fee is usually relatively small and certainly a lot less expensive in emotional and financial terms than to die intestate.

Decide what you want to leave

Before visiting a solicitor, it will help if you have a list of what you want to leave. Many people do not write a Will because they are unaware of how much they are worth.

Decide who will benefit

Make a list of all those you would like to benefit from your Will. If you have children and immediate family you will want to secure their future first. You may then decide to leave a gift to a charity and we hope that you will consider Redwings at this stage. Any money left to a charity is free of inheritance tax. You can leave a gift in one of three different ways:
Pecuniary Legacy
This is whereby a specific sum of money is left to the charity 

Residuary Legacy

What is left after all your other wishes have been carried and expenses met.

Specific Bequest

Is a particular item of value, such as jewellery or a painting.
Deciding the executors of your Will
Executors are the people who will be responsible for carrying out your wishes for sorting out the estate, whilst it is not necessary to appoint more than one executor it is advisable. These people/persons will be responsible for ensuring that your wishes are carried out as per your instructions in your Will. It is important to check in advance that they are willing to take on this responsibility. You could nominate a close friend, work colleague, relation or your solicitor or accountant, although they will probably charge for this service. 
How to change your existing will

When should you update your Will?
When a Will has been made it is important to keep it up to date to take account of changes in circumstances. For example any changes in family circumstances such as divorce, separation, re-marriage, births or deaths all mean that your Will should be changed. You may already have written a Will but decide that you wish to add a beneficiary, for example, you may decide to leave a gift to Nassl
How to change your Will
Usually amendments or additions to an existing Will can be made easily by means of a Codicil, an addition to your Will which is kept with the original, However, if the changes are as a result of a divorce or re-marriage, a completely new Will should be drawn up and the new Will should begin with a clause stating that it revokes all previous Wills and codicils.
